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Numeracy


Below is a list of some of the things your child should be able to do by the end of Year 3


Read, write and put in order numbers to 1000.


Count on or back in tens from two or three-digit numbers.


Know by heart facts for the 2, 5 and 10 multiplication tables.


Tell the time to 5 minutes.


Identify right angles and symmetry in shapes.


Know addition and subtraction number bonds to 20.





Fun games that help numeracy


Secret number


Ask your child to secretly choose a number. You then ask some questions to find out what the number is, e.g.


Is it an odd number?


Is it less than 20?


Is it in the 5 times table? (Is it a multiple of 5?)


It is now your turn to choose a number. Make the game easier by choosing numbers up to 10. For a harder game use bigger numbers.





Countdown


Choose four numbers:   2  5  4  10


Now choose a target number, e.g. 17. 


Ask your child to get the target number using the four chosen numbers. They can add, subtract, multiply or divide but they can only use each number once. They do not have to use all the numbers.











Literacy


Some of the key literacy targets for Autumn term are:


To write in complete sentences using full-stops and capital letters accurately.


Practise new spellings by ‘look, say, cover, write, check’ method.


To use a dictionary.


To use punctuation when reading aloud.


To find information in non-fiction books using contents and index pages and headings and sub-headings.


To identify words they have spelt wrong.


To begin to use speech marks in their writing.





Spellings


Spellings will be given to children on a Friday and they will be tested the following Friday. I hope to write your child’s score in their PACT book so you are aware how they are doing.





Reading and PACT


Children are encouraged to take a reading book 


home everyday. In Year 3, children select their own 


book at a suitable level from the class library. 


We ask that comments are placed in the PACT 


book on Monday, Tuesday and Wednesday.


 Comments can 


include what pages have been read, what 


your child likes about the story or how long your


child read. Please encourage your children to


write in the PACT book themselves.
